ORDINANCE NO. 357
            AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF SOUTHMONT REGULATING AND RESTRICTING OUTDOOR FIRES WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF SOUTHMONT AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF:

            BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by authority of the Council of the Borough of Southmont and it is hereby enacted and ordained as follows:

            SECTION 1.   No person or persons shall set or maintain any fire upon any of the streets, sidewalks, alleys, public grounds, or private property in the Borough of Southmont, or burn or cause to be burned thereon any paper, boxes, rubbish, leaves, branches or other material or substances of any kind.

            Provided , however, that a person or persons may be obtaining a permit to burn from the Borough of Southmont Police Department, burn any materials or items listed in Section 1, except for leaves, by the payment to the Borough of Southmont of $1.00 for said permit.  The burning permit shall be issued by the Borough of Southmont for a one day period for each permit, and said permit shall only be issued between January 1, and August 31, of each year.

            SECTION 2.   No person or persons shall burn or cause to be burned any garbage, carcass, putrid matter or other offensive matter within the Borough of Southmont.

            SECTION 3.   Wood or charcoal fires in fireplaces or in other containers used for the purposes of a cookout or a barbeque shall be exempt from the provisions of this Ordinance.

            SECTION 4.   Any persons who shall violate this Ordinance shall upon conviction thereof be sentenced to pay a fine based upon the following schedule: 

            (1)        For the first offense, not more than $25.00;

            (2)        For the second offense, not more than $100.00; and

            (3)        For the third offense, not more than $200.00.

            Any persons so convicted shall also pay all costs of prosecuting the action, investigating the case or any restitution for damages done through the use of an outdoor fire.  Upon failure to pay the fine or costs, any persons so convicted may be subject to imprisonment for not more than ten (10) days.

            SECTION 5.   All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances conflicting with this Ordinance be and the same are hereby repealed.
