ORDINANCE NO. 48

ACCEPTING A PORTION OF ORANGE ALLEY AS A PUBLIC HIGHWAY ESTABLISHING THE WIDTHS THEREOF, APPROPRIATING THE NECESSARY LAND TO PROVIDE FOR THE ESTABLISHED WIDTH AND PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF VIEWERS TO ASSESS DAMAGES AND BENEFITS.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted and ordained by the Burgess and Town Council of the Borough of Southmont, Cambria County, Pa., and it hereby is enacted and ordained by the authority of the same that, that portion of Orange Alley between Wonder Street and Edward Street shall be accepted and hereby is accepted as a public highway.

SECTION 2. That the width of said Orange Alley which is now 16 feet, shall be established and hereby is established at 40 feet, and that the easterly side of Orange Alley shall be established and hereby is established at a distance of 40 feet east of the westerly or original line of said Orange Alley as shown on the Southmont Plan of Lots dated March 5, 1907.

SECTION 3. That a strip of ground 24 feet in width, extending from Wonder Street to Edward Street along the easterly side of Orange Alley and being a part of lots 744 and 765 as shown on the Southmont Plan of Lots dated March 5, 1907, shall be appropriated and hereby is appropriated for highway purposes to be used in the widening of said portion of Orange Alley to a 40 foot width.

SECTION 4. That viewers be appointed according to law to assess damages done and benefits accruing, if any, by reason of opening and widening said Orange Alley to a width of 40 feet between Wonder Street and Edward Street, if the same cannot be amicably agreed upon between the Borough of Southmont and the property owners affected by said improvements.

SECTION 5. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall be and the same hereby are repealed.
