ORDINANCE NO. 79

ACCEPTING A PORTION OF CHRISTINE COURT IN THE BOROUGH OF SOUTHMONT, CAMBRIA COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AS A PUBLIC HIGHWAY, ESTABLISHING THE WIDTHS THEREOF, PROVIDING FOR THE GRADING PAVING AND IMPROVING OF SAME AND APPROPRIATING THE MONEY FOR THE GRADING, PAVING AND IMPROVING OF SAID PORTION OF CHRISTINE COURT.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted and ordained by the Burgess and Town Council of the Borough of Southmont, Cambria County, Pennsylvania and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority of the same, that that portion of Christine Court from its intersection with Penn Street at the Borough line in Upper Yoder township to its intersection with Orange Street Extended, within the limits of the Borough of Southmont, Cambria County, Pa., shall be accepted and hereby is accepted and hereby is accepted as a public highway.

SECTION 2. That the width of said portion of Christine Court shall be established and the same hereby is established at 24 feet; that the width of the roadway shall be established at 14 feet from face to face of curb and the widths of the sidewalks shall be established and the same hereby are established at 14 feet and five feet widths respectively.

SECTION 3. That the improvements placed on Christine Court between Penn Street aforesaid and Orange Street Extended including grading, draining and concrete pavement, as constructed by Charles Ressler, Contractor, on competitive bids, after due advertisement, as being a part or an extension of the work under contract for Joseph Siciliano and John Kipilo dated April 30, 1926 shall be accepted and hereby is accepted as municipal improvements and Borough property.
SECTION 4. That one-third of the total cost of the grading, draining and paving of said portion of Christine Court as determined by the Borough Engineer to be One Thousand eighty-seven Dollars and eighty one cents ($1,087.80) shall be paid by the Borough Treasurer and is hereby authorized to be paid out of the general fund and to pay same to William Diamond, his heirs, administrators, successors or assigns, to reimburse him for money expended on the construction of said work to finance the Borough’s share of the said improvements. 
SECTION 5. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall be and the same hereby are repealed.
