SUBDIVISION APPLICATION

SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR PLANS

1.   Five subdivision plans drawn to scale (minimum 1 inch equals 50 feet)

Plans must include the following:

· Site location map

· Title block giving name of development, property owner, developer, north point date and scale

· Property lines and total acreage of the parcel(s)

· All existing streets, sidewalks, rights-of-way, and all related easements

· The location of existing driveways and adjacent properties

· The location of relevant natural features, including but not limited to streams or other natural water courses, floodplains and adjacent land which are subject to flooding and significant stands of existing trees

· The location of existing structures, existing land use, retaining walls and all structures located on abutting property within 50 feet of the common property zone.

· Required front, side and rear yard lines and any required building lines

· Utilities including size and location of sanitary sewers, storm sewers, drainage facilities, water lines, gas mains and power lines

· The name of owners of properties adjacent to the tract\
· Zoning of tract and adjacent properties

· Distance to closest streets

· Declaration blocks for Surveyor’s statement, Recorder’s acknowledgements, Municipal approvals (Planning Commission & Borough Council)

2.
A completed subdivision application. The fee for a subdivision is cost incurred for overall review and including any legal fees or engineering expenses or administrative costs. 

3.   If you are acting on behalf of another property owner, you must submit a notarized

      Letter of Authorization granting you their permission.

Applicant will be notified of the meeting date when the Planning Commission will review the subdivision plan. The applicant or a representative must attend the meeting to present the plan to the Commission and answer any questions.
